Bartering …— Gals don’t know about you but sometimes — I wish I had a handy man to do the little jobs around the house .. 

And guys don’t you wish someone would help you clean the house — ...this year .. Here is where Bartering can work for you 

— let’s say my front light is not working and I need to fix it — well I will clean someone’s house .. If someone will fix my light 

— get the idea? Or you need brochure? Send me what you need fixed or send me what handy man duties you can do.. And I

Stain Solution 

Grease, coffee, or 
red wine 

Mix together ¼ cup of white vinegar, ¼ cup of cold water and 1tsp of laundry detergent.  
Dip paper towel in mixture and dab on spot.  Rinse with cold water 

Blood Mix together 1tsp mild laundry detergent, ½ tsp of clear ammonia and ½ cup of ICE COLD 
water.  Dunk the paper towel in the solution, then dab it on the blood. Then dab it on the 
blood.  Rinse with cold water.  Still there? Add 1 cup of salt to 2 quarts of cold water and 
soak garment in it; then toss in the laundry machine with detergent 

Berries Bring kettle of water to boil.  Spread stained clothing over top of bucket.  Holding the kettle 
a foot above bucket, pour water through stain.  The heat, coupled with the force, should 
drive berry dye out. 

Ink Squeeze lemon on stain.  Set garment out in the sunshine.  Repeat as necessary. 

Lipstick Apply a dab of clear petroleum jelly on-the-spot.  Blot with a paper towel.  Rinse with miner-
al spirits or, if the fabric is color-safe, hydrogen peroxide 

Mud Allow mud to dry, Gently scrape it off with flat edge, such as credit card or dull knife.  Soak 
remaining dirt on garment in rubbing alcohol.  Dab with paper towel 

Chewing Gum Place in freezer overnight, with the gum side facing out.  Remove from freezer and scrape 
gum gently with flat edge.

Then move on to volunteer projects that worked with 

your involvement. You should also make note of commu-

nity events, church activities and hobbies that you are 

proud of.  
Accomplishments.  This category is for career achieve-

ments such as awards, promotions, significant praise 

from supervisors, letters of commendation, or recogni-

tion that represents your importance to your organiza-

tion, community, family or self.  

Now make your list work for you. You did it before and 

you can certainly do it again. Instead of being over-

whelmed by failure, be inspired by success.  

 

Rethink your strategy if necessary. Surround yourself 

with positive people who can provide the encourage-

ment that will help you realize what is possible.  

 

Re-evaluate your goals. Are they realistic, achievable, 

specific and measurable? All those components are 

necessary if you want to measure your success. How 

else will you know if you have succeeded?  

 

Focus on improvement, not perfection. You can always 

do more, achieve more, get more. Track your progress 

so you can see how much closer you have come to 

reaching your goals and ultimate success.  

 

Be proactive. Create your own opportunities by working 

on what you can control instead of what's beyond your 

reach.
